Subject: Renewable Energy Potential of Oxford City Council Land

Partnerships for Renewables has now been working with Oxford City Council for over a year to
look into the potential for the development of wind turbines on their land. In January 2008 we
publicised four locations which appeared to have the greatest potential within the Oxford City
Council land portfolio. These sites are shown on the map below:
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Some of these sites still appear to be appropriate locations for wind turbines. Following
discussions we have highlighted the site at Horspath as having the potential to be a good location
for siting a single wind turbine. This conclusion was reached on the following grounds:

It is set away from environmentally designated areas

It is asuitable distance from housing

It is close to businesses and could provide green energy directly to them

The wind resource appears to be suitable
e [|nitial environmental and technical work suggests that the siteis suitable
As part of this initial work we have decided not to pursue development across the whole initial

study area which is highlighted in red and blue on the map below. We have now restricted the
area under investigation to the red area on the map.
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We are committed to only developing wind turbines in appropriate locations and thereis still a
lot of environmental and technical work required to ensure that this siteis suitable. If any of
these studies show that the site is not suitable we will stop working on the project immediately.

We are committed to ensuring that the local community has access to all of the information
surrounding the project and has a say in how we progress the project. We would be delighted to
come and discuss our plans with Horspath Parish Council at a mutually convenient time and
welcome any feedback you wish to provide.
